Lunches will remain the same: EYFS and 
KS1 being offered a hot school meal, whilst 
KS2 children having lunches in classrooms 
with a packed school lunch, if this is the 
chosen option.

Just to re-iterate there will no school clubs before Easter; this will be reviewed in a few weeks.  I am 
hoping to set up our wrap-around care once again from September and will keep you informed regarding 
this.

Year 4 were due to go swimming this term; the Local Authority have arranged swimming lessons to 
resume, but in line with most other local schools, we have opted to commence this after Easter.  Further 
information will be sent out nearer the time.

I would like to say a final thank you to our families for the tremendous effort with the home learning - 
the participation in the World Book Day activities is testament to this.  And of course, my recognition to 
the school staff who have worked tirelessly to provide online learning and deliver in-class teaching.  It’s 
certainly been a juggling act and we are very grateful for all the positive feedback you have provided 
which has kept us all going!

Concerns about Returning? 
We all find ourselves in different circumstances as a result of the pandemic and three lockdowns, 
leading to different levels of concern and anxieties about the return to school.  I have attached to this 
newsletter a guidance document produced by Stockport Psychology Service; it is really useful and I 
recommend you giving it a quick read.  In addition to this, I have set up a feedback form in the Parent 
Area of the school website.  This is designed for you to let me know your concerns, anxieties and 
questions about returning to school.  Please use the password you used to log on for parents evening to 
access the form if you would like to use it.
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A further reminder that although we are 
welcoming all our pupils back to school 
next week, lockdown rules still apply within 
the community and should be followed.  
We would like to discourage groups 
forming in both our playground and the 
park next door.
