Test and Trace Support
Payment Scheme (T'TSP)

The Test and Trace Support Payment scheme is being
extended to parents and carers who are not legally
required to self-isolate, but who need to take time off
work to look after a child or young person who is self-
isolating. Applicants will need to satisfy the other
eligibility criteria for the main scheme or their local

discretionary scheme to receive the payment.

Payments are being backdated to 8th March 2021. Only
one application can be made per household at a time but

you can apply more than once, even if the same child has
had to isolate for a second time.
