Please be mindful that we do not always have
to close the whole year group bubble if we can
identify close contacts within the 48 hour
period before symptoms or a positive test. I
will however, continue to write to the whole
year group upon knowledge of a positive test
to avoid any confusion.

“School attendance
continues to be
mandatory...”

In the most recent guidance released this week, the
Government have stipulated once again, that school
attendance is compulsory. Unlike the summer term of
2020, it is no longer optional for parents to send their
children to school. All children must attend and if
they don’t, the Education Welfare Service will pursue

and may issue fines.
There are only a few of exceptions to this rule:

™  Your child has an illness unrelated to
COVID-19. Please note the 48 hour rule for
sickness and diarrhoea still applies (counted

from the last instance)

™  Your child has any suspected COVID-19
symptoms - in this case we recommend a test is
taken and that you keep your child at home
until the results are received.

™  You have been asked by school to enable your
child to isolate due to close contact with a
positive case. Please note, in this case, your
child must NOT leave the house, this includes
going to the park and accompanying a sibling to
