For this reason, we have made some 
changes for this year.  The most significant change 
is that we will be holding EYFS/KS1 and KS2 
sports days separately.  They will both take place on 
the same day, Wednesday 24th June, but at 
different times.  KS2  (Years 3, 4, 5 & 6) will start at 
9.30am and Nursery, Reception and KS1 will start 
at 1.45pm.
